Bull Feeding:  Arrangements can be made for bulls to be re-
turned to Nick Geis’s Feedlot and put on feed for $2.00/hd. 
per day.  Bulls will be kept in the contemporary group they 
were in here at DCR. The bulls risk will be incurred by the buy-
er, insurance options will be available sale day. 

 Bull Guarantee:  All bulls have passed a semen test and a 
breeding soundness evaluation prior to the sale.  To ensure 
your investment, DCR will guarantee all bulls selling against 
breeding injury and to be sound breeders for the first breeding 
season.  Breeding season is defined as a 90 day period follow-
ing the first turn out of the bull.  If a problem should arise, 
contact us prior to the salvage of the bull, options will be dis-
cussed and a credit of the bull’s purchase value minus salvage 
value will be given in an upcoming sale.  Please notify us as 
soon as the problem or injury occurs.  No claims will be accept-
ed after September 1st.  

Delivery:  Free delivery to central locations in the Wyoming 
area.  For buyers from Oregon, Idaho, Washington and Neva-
da, bulls will be hauled to Huntington, Oregon where buyers 
can pick them up or make other arrangements. 

Liability:  All persons who attend the sale do so at their own 
risk, and the owners and sale barn assume no liability.

To get started simply go online to www.superiorlivestock.com and
click on the tab titled “Register for a Buyer Number”. Select the registration form 
for Superior Productions and print the registration form. Fill it out and fax it 
in to Superior Productions at (817) 378-3380 with a signature on it. You can also 
mail it in to the address provided on the form. Upon receipt of this information 
Superior will call you with a buyer’s number and the bid line phone number that you 
will use on sale day to place bids over the phone.

Click-To-Bid. This is Superior’s online bidding program for cattle buying. Please
note that high speed internet is required – this is not for dial-up or satellite 
internet. Registration is free, but you must become a member of 
www.superiorclicktobid.com to sign up. Becoming a member is easy – just
go to the homepage of www.superiorclicktobid.com and follow the out-lined
steps to get started. Input your information and select a username and password. You
will receive an e-mail confirming you are a member. From that point forward you just 
have to sign in and select the sale you would like to register for and once approved by 
the ranch you will receive an e-mail confirming which sale you are now registered for. 

Viewing the Auction. The sale will be broadcast via satellite on Dish
Network channel 998. Please note that there is a delay if you are watching the 
auction on television so be sure to call in a couple lots ahead of the lot you are 
interested in bidding on. The sale will also be broadcast live on the 
internet at both www.superiorlivestock.com and www.superiorclicktobid.com. The 
video feed on the homepage of www.superiorlivestock.com looks the same as the 
video feed on TV and can be watched over a smartphone or tablet. Remember you 
can call in to bid whether watching on the TV or on the internet, but you 
must be a member of www.superiorclicktobid.com to “click-to-bid”.
